Police Report:

Officer Bryan Tompkins attended. Officers have been doing undercover operations with District 3. They have made arrests but did not catch anyone breaking into houses. On Sunday police conducted a drag racing sting in Athmar Park. The police issued 62 tickets for speeding and careless driving. The area targeted was around 2100 S. Platte River. The Broken Windows campaign will be adopted precinct by precinct. The next focus area is between Federal and Sheridan, between Mississippi and Yale. The police will go into areas as see spikes in crime. Two weeks ago a graffiti sting was conducted. No taggers were apprehended. For construction dumpsters that are tagged, the owners of the private property need to sign a release so the city can paint over the graffiti.  District 3 may be writing tickets for bicyclists in Wash Park; that is not in the District 4 jurisdiction. A resident reported possible drug dealing; the police will look into it.
Elected Officials:

Kathleen MacKenzie was present. City Council will be changing the way city council does business. The intent is to make things more streamlined. Some things will be passed by resolution instead of a two reading hearing. Kathleen passed around information on the new way of operating. This will not lessen public input. 1400 S. Emerson B1 to R1 parcel moving to RMU30. This is the old home builders site. Peter Park did not like the waivers and conditions imposed by the Platt Park residents on accepting RMU30. Going forward with RMU30 rezoning with some waivers and conditions. There is a concern in city council about RMU30 being applied all along the I25 corridor. The planning department is proposing this zoning designation even if it may not be appropriate for every area. There will be a meeting about Country Club Gardens on August 30 to review proposed changes to the design guidelines. A council-approved development agreement is in place and can only be changed by city council. The meeting at Park Place.

A listserv message for hotel and restaurant liquor license on Downing was sent out. No response was received. Ogden St. Bar and Grill is still pursuing a variance appeal for patio operation. No agreement was reached in mediation with the neighbors. Thsere will be another hearing with the Board of Adjustment (BOA) on August 10 Charlotte will attend hearing to reiterate WWPNA’s support of neighbors. 
Other Business/Open Forum:
Country Club Gardens: The original development agreement allowed some of the gardens to be preserved and also allowed some of the high-rise development that the developer wanted. The Norman residents contacted Charlie. Murray and Sara McCarthy have seen the new plans and like the new plans. The residents of the Norman do not  like the new plans. The intent of the meeting on August 30 is for city council to get feedback from neighbors. The issue is design, character and density. Existing guidelines and the history of the property can be found on the website. Kathleen will do leafleting out of her office. Density is moved from Ogden to the SE part of the property, which may be the objection of the Norman residents. Kathleen would like a WWPNA representative named. Gertie will be the WWPNA representative. The new design guidelines are not available to the public yet. 
255 S. Washington: August 22 for 255 Washington. 6:30 at Park Place. Design ideas will be presented. 

District Captain Discussion: Is this a self-organizing concept? Or is this something we try to organize by partitioning neighborhood by geography or issue? Concerned about bureaucracy in organizing and maintaining it. Charlie foresees it not being organized or managed. Not all geographical areas may be represented. What happens with two districts with conflicting issues or agenda? How does the board support both positions? The concept of districts may be pitting people against each other. The board/organization should represent the neighborhood as a whole. What we have been doing implicitly the past year has been organizing by topic. Topical focus makes it less likely that controversy will arise between neighbors. Let these things happen naturally. Board cannot be perceived wrongly by designating something. Issue will be dropped. Intent was to improve communication. We think that is happening already.
Committee Chair Communication Requirements: Need to be represented at public meetings or have a representative there. 
Upcoming Special Meetings: September meeting location needs to be determined. Need to get a date for September. October meeting, need to reserve Lincoln School and need to set a date. No response from Shane on traffic calming. Need to determine a breakout topic if cannot do traffic calming.
