In R-1 there are some lots where there are duplexes & multi family structures. They are legal non-conforming
densities. As of now, you can® make any exterior improvements or you will lose the rights to have the multi-
families. Some landlords are letting these go to pot in hopes that they wil be torn down. Others are getting PUDs to
add garages and make minor modifications.

This new language would make these legal units conforming. The bulk plane, open space and setback requirements
are the same, and will remain the same for aduplex, etc asfor asingle family.

3. Alameda Station Update

Alameda Station, LLC (8 acres at southeast corner of Alameda & SantaFeie: RTD Bus Barn)

Alameda station plan no longer shows 25 story buildings on Broadway, but still want 4 to 7. Trying to get them to
scale down even more (3-5). Need at transition zone.

They have contacted more commercial ownersin the half mile area, and are working on an east/west pedestrian
area.

Denver Design District (areabounded by Alameda, Broadway, Ohio and the railroad)

2 meetings held -- most recently atraffic meeting. Now are backing away from doing traffic studies -- making
developers do that.

Their intial traffic counts were 75,000. Think it may come down to around 50K. The thing we need to watch is that
1/4 of all that traffic may filter east into our neighborhood and Alameda can® handle that. Neither can Virginia
Consensus among Baker, Athmar, & WWPNA isto widen Alameda west of Broadway and add collector/distributor
lanes to Broadway viaduct.

Upcoming personnel changes may help us.

Interesting inclusions to Main Street zoning -- no selling on streets except fruits & veg. Parking garages can®be
visible from front, entrance & exit have to be on side streets. No solid walls may face the street, must have windows.



One of Baker@® suggestions was to put araised median on Alameda from Broadway west to Cherokee. This would
aid in crossing from Baker.

Next meeting March 7th.
