Report: Main-Street zoning for Broadway: meetings with Baker Zoning Committee: Anne Davis and
Charlotte Winzenburg attended a Feb 18 meeting. They reported that the meeting was an informational
meeting including folks from CHUN (Mike Henry) and two others from the task force that worked on Main
Street Zoning for Colfax Ave. When the point was made that if there are to be meetings to discuss Main
Street zoning for Broadway, all the interested parties need to be present, including the Broadway
business owners. Tony Gengaro fro the MDLDC pointed out that the owners are generally happy with B-
4 zoning and that any meetings they are expected to attend need to be during business hours. No date
for any future meetings was set.

Purview of the Zoning Committee: We agreed that everyone will monitor the information sent out by the
city that the WWPNA President receives and send it on to the Zoning committee members. We all will
keep an eye out for language amendments, zoning map amendments on Zoning Code amendments and
let Anne know if we would like an item to be on the Zoning committee agenda. Gertie will continue to
pass on the INC ZAP agendas to the Board and Zoning Committee because thatls where language
amendments are often discussed with CPD staff and other neighborhood groups.

a. 614 E Kentucky Ave: application for retail liquor license

Distributed 2500 leaflets. 40 people showed up at the last night!ls meeting. Applicants want a 677 sq ft
liquor store (very small) with emphasis on fine wines and spirits, not beer. Straw vote of those in
designated area: 22 opposed, 4 support, 6 abstained/undecided.

A neighbor has offered to circulate a petition for an evening hearing, and listing concerns of those
opposed. Petitioning starts tomorrow. Zoning committee deferred vote to the WWPNA board.

b. 70 Broadway: appeal of a denial of a permit for signs projecting over sidewalk.

Old tuxedo building has been renovated. New owner has 6 tenants and a therapeutic massage business
on the first floor. Awnings are already in place. They project from the building. He would like to hang oval
signs from the awnings. They would be at least 12 feet off the ground. Zoning comm could find no
objections. Hearing is March 15th. Comm supports application barring any strong opposition from
business neighbors
